e A minimum of a 3.0 GPA must be maintained to be in good academic standing and to be eligible
to graduate

units needed to graduate.

e At least two-thirds of your coursework must be at the 500-level or higher.

o For Progressive Degree Program (PDP) students, all coursework must be 500-level or
higher. No 400-level courses will count toward your degree.
